Managing Water & Wetlands through
Woodland Expansion and Restoration

The Welsh Assembly Government’s strategy for woodlands and trees in Wales,
outlines a number of key programmes which aim to make woodlands more
relevant to people by enhancing their environment, improving their local economy
and contributing to better health and well-being. Wetlands in Wales form part of
our living landscape used for agriculture and forestry and historically for
settlements. Often these uses neglect their natural function and wider value to
society. This seminar aims to outline the value of woodlands in wetland
environments and will aim to examine their role in restoring lost landscapes,
enhancing biodiversity, and aiding the management of water.

The programme will start with an over view of wet woodlands in Wales but for
the purposes of this event and to capitalise on the location it will concentrate in
the main on woodlands on the floodplain and their role in helping to manage this
natural resource wisely.

Aims of the seminar:

To promote communication about the value of wet woodland as a habitat and
its potential role as part of a natural system, which helps to manage water
quality and water flows.

To promote discussion on the opportunities and constraints of expanding the
cover of woodland on wetlands, with particular reference to floodplains

To outline the site assessment criteria for identifying potential sites for wet
woodland creation, with particular reference to floodplains

To demonstrate silvicultural practice, economic value and incentives for the
establishment and restoration of wet woodland.
