“This General Meeting amends the Articles  of Association of the Company as follows:-

Article 9: delete all references to appointments to the Board, such that each of the sections (a) to (e) ends with the word “subscription”

Article 36: delete and replace with ‘The Board will be elected annually by the members at the Annual General Meeting of the Company, having regard to the desirability of equitable geographical distribution of Board members across the various parts of the Dyfi valley and ensuring that the overwhelming majority of Board members live or work in the Dyfi valley. Retiring members shall be eligible for re-election without further nomination.’”

C) (proposed by Paul Allen; seconded by Dave Roberts)

“This General Meeting amends the Articles  of Association of the Company as follows:-

Article 37: delete sentences two and three, thereby removing requirements of timing and signatures from nominations for the Board”

D) (proposed by Richard Rhodes; seconded by Ian Rutherford)

“This General Meeting amends the Articles  of Association of the Company as follows:-

Article 38: raise the maximum number of Board members from 15 to 17.

Article 39: enable the Board to co-opt up to five persons between one Annual General Meeting and the next “
